The Jews regarded this mixed
ethnic and religious group as heretical, and in turn, Samaritans
often refused hospitality to Jewish pilgrims on their way to
Jerusalem. When James and John responded angrily to
Samaritan inhospitality, Jesus reprimanded them. He had come
to save all people, not only those that narrow-minded people
deemed worthy of salvation. As Jesus proceeded on his
journey, some would-be disciples asked to follow him. Jesus
made it clear that the pathway would not be an easy one.
God's call was urgent, and Jesus' disciples must be willing to
renounce everything for the sake of the kingdom.
