SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
(Wisdom 9:13-18b; Psalm 90; 
Philemon 9-10, 12-17) KEY VERSE: 
"Whoever does not carry his own 
cross and come after me cannot be 
my disciple" (v 27). READING: As 

Jesus drew closer to his destiny in Jerusalem, he 
asked his followers to consider whether or not they 
were prepared to continue the journey. Were they 
ready to renounce everything, even personal 
relationships that might interfere with their following 
him? Jesus asked his disciples to think carefully 
about the demands that were ahead of them before 
they made this commitment. He used two examples to 
explain the need to be prepared. Before a builder 
could begin construction, he must make an 
assessment of his materials; otherwise, he might not 
be able to complete the job. A ruler should weigh the 
strength of his army before going to battle, or else he 
might be defeated. Only those who were fully prepared 
would be able to follow Jesus to the cross that 
awaited him. REFLECTING: Pray for those in ministry 
who make great sacrifices for the sake of the gospel.  
PRAYING: Lord Jesus, help me to examine my 
spiritual strengths and weaknesses so that I can 
follow you.
